Who is entitled to the Veterans Badge?

1) Men and women who served in the UK Armed Forces in the First World War, the interwar years, the Second World War, and between 1945 and 31/12/1954

2) Other groups who served during the Second World War are also entitled:


Polish Forces under UK Command 

3) War Widows and Widowers who are getting a War Widows/Widowers Pension also qualify, as do Merchant Navy seamen who saw active service as part of a military operation.
